Who is Kole?  Kole is a young man living in Prince George's County who has been diagnosed with 

Autism and severe learning disabilities.   He also has bouts of psychotic episodes. 

Where will your contribution go?  The Mental Health Association of Prince George's County has 

partnered with the Prince George's County SPCA in raising funds to support Kole's search for his best 

friend, a service dog.  Fifty percent (50%) of the money raised today will go to support this fundraising 

effort.  The proceeds will be placed in a trust fund for Kole's service dog. 

What is a service dog?  A service dog is a specially trained dog that will respond to specialized 

commands and help  its owner cope with the demands of everyday life.  Kole’s dog will help him 

specifically to be calm, less anxious, and help him manage his emotions.  The dog will also accompany him 

in public so that Kole can manage crowded and unfamiliar areas.  With the help of your contribution, you 

may just meet Kole and his best friend one day.  What a great feeling. 

As covered by the Americans With Disabilities Act, service dogs are allowed to go anywhere that the 

public is permitted to go. 

How much do service dogs cost?  These uniquely trained dogs cost from $5,000 to $7,500.  They 

require 18 months of training that is tailored to their owner's needs and disabilities.
